· WLHS Snowboard Team is NOT a recreational club, an after-school or resort-organized activity.  Men’s and Women’s Team members are WLHS students trained by experienced coaches to compete in league snowboarding competitions. Members compete both as individuals and as a team. Team Registration takes place in October each year.  Available spots on the team for new members can be limited.  

· The WLHS Snowboard Team is a school-affiliated club sport of the West Linn-Wilsonville School District. It is designated a Tier II Winter Sport with an active season running from December through early March.  The snowboard team members agree to follow the school district’s Athletic Training Rules for attendance, academics and conduct. (See Athletics on the WLHS website www.wlhs.wlwv.k12.or.us). The team also observes medical clearance policies for school sports.   Eligible athletes on the Snowboard Team have an opportunity to earn a Varsity Sports Letter from WLHS.  The financial and administrative operations of the team are the responsibility of a parent advisory board. The team is insured as a Venture Crew with Boy Scouts of America. Continued functioning of the snowboard organization at the team, league and state level is dependent on many adult volunteers. 

· The Oregon Interscholastic Snowboard Association (O.I.S.A.) governs the snowboarding competitions. West Linn, Canby, Lake Oswego, Lakeridge and Wilsonville high schools are members of the 2012 O.I.S.A. Three Rivers’ League. The O.I.S.A. sponsors the Snowboarding State Championships each year in March. The championships have been held at Mt. Hood Meadows  and Timberline Resort. Competition results and organizational information are available on the website: www.oisa.org.  The Team has a new website: www.wlhssnowboardteam.com with information photos and results.   

· The WLHS Snowboard Team’s Board of Advisors has used experienced snowboarding coaches each season.  Head Coach for the WLHS Snowboard Team is Graham Peterson he joined our team in 2008 after being on the Burton Demo Tour from 2003-08, he has coached High School snowboarding since 2004. Ryan Stephens has been with the team for five seasons. Robert Miller joined the coaching staff in 2008 and rode with the Wilson High School snowboard team and is presently studying to become an EMT. Holly Low and Jason Peterson joined the coaching staff in 2010 and both have strong youth sports coaching and training experience.
· The team’s weekly practices are on Wednesday nights at Mt. Hood Meadows. The athletes along with parent chaperones are transported by a commercially chartered bus to the mountain.    There are usually ten practices scheduled each season with the first practice scheduled in early December.  On school days, the team leaves WLHS immediately after school at 3:30 PM and arrives at Meadows around 5 pm.  The athletes train with their coaches until 9 pm. The bus returns to WLHS at approximately 11 pm.  The team has several all day practices on non holiday, no school days and will be scheduled based on the WLHS 2011-2012 calendar. 
· The league competitions typically take place at Mt. Hood resorts on Saturdays or Sundays in January and February.  Personal automobiles (parent carpools) transport the athletes to weekend events.  Competitions are scheduled by the Three Rivers League in the fall. The majority are held at Mt. Hood Meadows. Competitions include:  Banked Slalom, Boarder X, Slope Style and Half pipe. Women and men snowboarders compete separately. Junior Varsity or Varsity skill level designations are determined by performance qualifications in each of these events.

· Team membership fees are paid directly to “WLHS Snowboard Team” and NOT to WLHS.  This sport is NOT funded by the school’s athletic participation fee. The 2011-2013 membership fee of approximately $400 (based on Team Membership) includes planned transportation to (10) practices, coaches’ compensation, OISA and 3 Rivers’ League fees, insurance and administrative expenses. 

· Team members are responsible for supplying their own season pass and snowboarding gear.  It is a member’s responsibility to purchase his or her own season pass (Mt. Hood Meadows).  The purchase of additional day tickets for other resorts may be required to compete in the entire league events offered in the season. Wearing a helmet is mandatory for all team riders at practices and competitions.  The team sweatshirt and fees required of those qualifying for the State Championships can be an additional expense.  Members are loaned a numbered team jersey to use in competitions during the season.
